	Revisit/ Review
	Practice all sounds so far – flashcards. 
	Practice all sounds so far with flashcards.
	Flash cards – sounds and key words.
	Practice all sound so far.
	Practice sight words recognition – trucks on phonics play enter own – I, go, to, the, no, so.

	Teach
	Demonstrate blending a word with children by jumping in hoop with sound next to it. 


	Sight word splat. Put words in the middle of a circle. 2 children to splat the word you say.
	Lego bricks – demonstrate blending 2 words with previous sounds e.g. j – jog, v – van. 
	Have word cards hiding in room – hunt a word bring back and read. 


	Children to write sight words- focus on formation.


	Practice
	Ask each child to segment a given word and spell with magnetic letters. leg, peg, pet, pat, rat, ran, rag, lag, leg – sounds needed: l, g, p, t, r, n, e, a.
	In a circle play a CVC word matching game (in folder or one from classroom). 
	Pictures and captions/words matching (in folder or in cupboard).
	Phonics play – phase 2 – pick a picture.
	Write key words – can you think of a sentence with each one? Tell your partner.


	Apply
	You write for children to read: The man is on the mat. (emphasise full stop and capital letter)
	Play buried treasure on phonics play.
	Chose 2 captions – ask children to help you write caption on w/boards – e.g. chose a child to help you write each word.
	Phonics frames or w/boards: Children write words: fog, hat, mud, carrot, rocket
	Ask children to write sentence on w/boards: Go to the hill. 

	Assessment:

· Can give the sound when shown any phase 2 letter

· Can find any phase 2 letter from a display

· Can orally blend & segment CVC words
