	Sentences phase 2 recap: work in pairs to read. 
	Show new set words. Phonics play – phase 2 – trucks – enter own words: he, she, we,  me, be, said, there
	 set of key words: he, she, we,  me, be, said, there

	 Have 2 sets of key words on paper. Children sit in circle – turn over 2 do they match – keep as a pair. (pairs game) 
	 Key word reading flash cards - he, she, we, me, be, said, there. 

	Practice
	
	 Have set of new key words in middle of circle – fish for them. 
	 Have words outside in chalk on floor – can you hop to the word me, he, be. Jump to the word there, said, she etc. 
	 In Pairs think of a sentence with a given key word – write as a class. Adult asks child to help write words of sentence. (Give children sentence if difficult) 
	Write: he, she, we, me, be, said, there on w/boards in pairs. 

	Apply
	Write one of the sentences on w/boards in pairs. Focus on letter formation that needs support. 
	W/boards: focus on letter formation – e. Write he, me, we, be. 
	w/boards: focus on letter formation – e. Write: she, there, said. 
	Children write sentence on their w/boards: He said no.
	Ask children to write sentence: We can hop on w/boards.
